This book contained minutes of the first mention of electricity, the franchise of Woodstock Electric and Power Company, and the extension of said franchise.  This source was very helpful because it confirmed the validity of other sources.

This is the next book in the collection of books with the minutes and other reports from the town of Woodstock.  This book contained minutes regarding the acceptance of a new ordinance, the franchise of Valley Light and Power, and a complaint about the service. This book also contained the annual treasurer reports which told how much the town was paying for gas lights and, in the following treasurer report, how much they were paying for electric lights. This source was very helpful because it confirmed the validity of other sources as well as provided helpful economic information for the town.

	Scott, Randall Wayne to Gilbert, Britt R., Land Deed, 11 October 1979, Shenandoah County, Virginia, Deed Book No: 403, County Clerk’s Office, Courthouse, Woodstock.

This is a deed of sale for Old Rush’s Mill. This deed shows the sale of the property to Britt Gilbert; he intended to rebuild the hydroelectric aspect of the property.  This source is helpful because it provided the date for when the property was purchased with the intent of rebuilding it.  



	Trotter, Herbert to Virginia Electric and Power Company, Land Deed, 14 June 1949, Shenandoah County, Virginia, Deed Book No: 159, County Clerk’s Office, Courthouse, Woodstock.
This is a deed of sale for Old Rush’s Mill. This deed shows the sale of the property to Virginia Electric and Power Company (VEPCO). VEPCO ran the dam for a few years before shutting it down in 1954.  This source is helpful because it provided the date for when the property was sold to VEPCO.
